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Human Library

Enterprise Advisors (EAs) share their experiences in a way similar to living books in a
human library. They introduce themselves and provide a brief overview of their
backgrounds, including their educational history, career path, and how they arrived at their
current roles. Students are then encouraged to ask questions based on the content shared
by the EAs, such as insights into their work experiences.

The Enterprise Advisors can collaboratively establish group rules to build mutual trust, such
as:

+ Fullengagement in participation
*  Mutual trust
+ Mutual respect

Before the human library session begins, the Enterprise Advisors can give students some
time to complete a pre-activity questionnaire and discuss the answers with each student
individually. This helps them gain a more comprehensive understanding of themselves
early on and allows them to ask relevant questions to the Enterprise Advisors based on
their VASK (Values, Attitudes, Skills, Knowledge).
